George Medich, 79, of Cloquet, Minn., passed away Tues-
day, March 17, 2009.

George was born May 21, 1929 in St. Paul Location, and
later odedto Kbe@atin, Minn.

while it seemed out of reach. An only child, he was raised
with his seven aunts and uncles and highly treasured fam-
ily.
In 1947, George graduated from high school and attended
Hibbing Junior College graduating in 1949. He attended
North Dakota Agricultural College (now North Dakota State
University) and earned his pharmacy degree in 1952. While
he had several opportunities available to him upon college
graduation, his first professional job was at the Duluth
DOWIEPRa@acy, where he worked from 1952 until 1962.
He met the love of his life, Helen C. Andrews at the Main
Cocktail Lounge co-owned by her father, Christ A. Andrews
in 1952. Helen was his youngest daughter and she wasn't
too sure about George in their first meeting. A courtship of
more than one year and several hundred pints of Bridge-
man's ice cream later convinced them both they were
meant to be together. Christ, a businessman himself, was
often the host of Sunday family dinners. While the impor-
tance of family was deeply instilled in him, he made it a
policy not to hold dinner for anyone, including his brothers
or the priest. That was until George came into the family.
They were married June 27, 1954 at Twelve Holy Apostles
Greek Orthodox Church in Duluth. Driven by a desire for
challenge and to provide for his family, George often
worked one or two part time jobs in the early years of his
marriage.

An opportunity in 1962 brought them to Cloquet when he
purchased Raiter Pharmacy. The store was a mainstay in
Cloquet for more than 32 years, first as Raiter Pharmacy
and later as Medich Pharmacy. In 1968 an opportunity was

found in Sandstone, Minn., when George purchased his
second business, Kroening Pharmacy. A few years later a
new larger building was built and Medich Drug was formed.
George owned and operated the store in Sandstone for 30

years. Regrettably, health challenges caused him to

retire from Pharmacy before he had desired despite
practicing pharmacy for more than 45 years. He often
said how much he missed his customers.

A leader in his community and in his profession,
George served as a member and past president of the
Cloquet Area Chamber of Commerce, a long-time
member of the Rotary Club of Cloquet, and served as
a board member of Cloquet's First National Bank for
more than two decades. He was a fundraiser and con-
tributor to many other community projects including
leader of the local American Cancer Society and
American Heart Association fund drives. George was
president of the Chamber when the first Christmas
lights decorated the streets of downtime Cloquet.

He was deeply committed to the pharmacy profession

and his customers. George was a member of and
served two terms as president of the MN State Board
of Pharmacy, a member of the NDSU 50 year club, a
member and multiple term president of the Duluth As-
sociated Pharmacists, and a board member of the
Northwestern Drug Company, MPLS MN. He was hon-
ored by Abbott Laboratories in 1977 for filling more
than one million prescriptions.

A real "people person" George loved a good party -
many will remember the lamb barbecues and parties
hosted by George and Helen.
