Archbishop Job Welcomes Metropolitan Jonah
on first visit to Midwest Diocese

MINNEAPOLIS, MN [MW Communications/May
8, 2009] -- On Wednesday and Thursday, May 6-
7, 2009, His Beatitude, Metropolitan Jonah and
His Eminence, Archbishop Job presided at cele-
brations marking the 100th anniversary of the
repose of Saint Alexis (Toth) of Minneapolis and
Wilkes-Barre at Saint Mary Cathedral here.

The occasion marked the first visit of Metropoli-
tan Jonah to the Diocese of the Midwest since
his election as Primate of the Orthodox Church in
America in November 2008.After the celebration
of Vespers on the evening of Tuesday, May 6,
Metropolitan Jonah delivered a lecture on the life
of Saint Alexis and Missions in the Orthodox
Church. It was on March 25, 1891 in that Father
Alexis and 361 parishioners of Saint Mary
Church were received into the Orthodox Church
from Eastern Rite Catholicism.

During the Thursday morning Divine Liturgy, Met-
ropolitan Jonah, on behalf of the Holy Synod of
Bishops, awarded the Very Rev. Andrew Morbey,
cathedral rector, the jeweled cross in recognition
of his decades of service in the Orthodox Church
in America. Nicholas Hubbard, a student at Saint
Vladimir's Seminary and a "native son" of the
parish, and Zach Schlegowski were blessed to
wear the subdeacon's orarion by Archbishop Job.

At the conclusion of the Liturgy, Archbishop Job
formally welcomed Metropolitan Jonah to the
Diocese of the Midwest and cathedral.

In addition to the aforementioned, the Rev. Sta-
cey Richter, associated pastor, numerous Min-
neapolis Deanery clergy, and clergy from area
parishes of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese and
Serbian Orthodox Metropolitanates concele-
brated at Vespers and the Divine Liturgy.

While in Minneapolis, Metropolitan Jonah also
met with members of the University of Minne-
sota's Orthodox Christian Fellowship, one of
many similar visits he has made to college cam-
puses.

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Beginning of Holy Assembly of Bishops of the Ser-
bian Orthodox Church

After the Holy Liturgy, at 9 in the morning at the Patri-
archate Chapel of St Simeon the Myrrh-gusher His
Grace Bishop Irinej of Australia and New Zealand, in
the presence of all Bishops of the Serbian Orthodox
Church, has served a rite of the invocation of the Holy
Spirit, which has been an opening of the formal ses-
sion of the Holy Assembly of Bishops of the Serbian
Orthodox Church.

Besides a great number of current issues the Holy
Assembly of Bishops of our Holy Church is going to,
also this year, pay attention to preservation of centu-
ries-old praying tradition and a live testimony of the
Church in the modern world.




Ascension of Our Lord

Jesus did not live with his disciples after his res-
urrection as he had before his death. Filled with
the glory of his divinity, he appeared at different
times and places to his people, assuring them
that it was he, truly alive in his risen and glorified
body.

To them he presented himself alive after his pas-
sion by many proofs, appearing to them during
forty days, and speaking of the Kingdom of God
(Acts 1:3).

It should be noted that the time span of forty days
is used many times in the Bible and signifies a
temporal period of completeness and sufficiency
(Gen 7:17; Ex 16:35, 24:18; Judg 3:11; 1 Sam
17:16; 1 Kg 19:8; Jon 3:4; Mt 4:2). On the fortieth
day after his passover, Jesus ascended into
heaven to be glorified on the right hand of God
(Acts 1:9-11; Mk 16:19; Lk 24:51). The ascension
of Christ is his final physical departure from this
world after the resurrection. It is the formal com-
pletion of his mission in this world as the Messi-
anic Saviour. It is his glorious return to the Father
who had sent him into the world to accomplish
the work that he had given him to do (Jn 17:4-5).

blessing them, he parted from them and was car-
ried up into heaven.

The Church's celebration of the ascension, as all
such festal celebrations, is not merely the re-
membrance of an event in Christ's life. Indeed,
the ascension itself is not to be understood as
though it were simply the supernatural event of a
man floating up and away into the skies. The holy
scripture stresses Christ's physical departure and
his glorification with God the Father, together
with the great joy which his disciples had as they
received the promise of the Holy Spirit who was
to come to assure the Lord's presence with them,
enabling them to be his witnesses to the ends of
earth (Lk 24:48-53; Acts 1:8-11; Mt 28:20; Mk
16:16-14).
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In the Church the believers in Christ celebrate these
very same realities with the conviction that it is for
them and for all men that Christ's departure from this
world has taken place. The Lord leaves in order to be
glorified with God the Father and to glorify us with
himself. He goes in order to "prepare a place" for and
to take us also into the blessedness of God s pres-
ence. He goes to open the way for all flesh into the
"heavenly sanctuary €é th
hands" (see Hebrews 8-10). He goes in order send
the Holy Spirit, who proceeds from the Father to bear
witness to him and his gospel in the world, making
him powerfully present in the lives of disciples.

The liturgical hymns of the feast of the Ascension sing of all
of these things. The antiphonal verses of the Divine Liturgy
are taken from Psalms 47, 48, and 49. The troparion of the
feast which is sung at the small entrance is also used as
the postAcommunion hymn.

Thou hast ascended in glory O Christ our God, granting joy
to Thy disciples by the promise of the Holy Spirit. Through
the blessing they were assured that Thou art the Son of
God, the Redeemer of the world! (Troparion).

When Thou didst fulfill the dispensation for our sake, and
didst unite earth to heaven, Thou didst ascend in glory, 0
Christ our God, not being parted from those who love Thee,
but remaining with them and crying: | am with you and no
one will be against you! (Kontakion).

The Ascension icon shows Christ with angels,
being escorted back to His heavenly home. His
Mother Mary stands with angels and the faithful
disciples. This icon is usually displayed for ven-
eration in the center on the church, on the feast of
Ascension.

The icon is divided into two parts, top and bottom,
H théayen &ht @afthe Thé teptis indaiér &he Botom,
except for the Theotokos, is in confusion. The
figures are set against the hilly landscape of the
Mount of Olives, scattered with olive trees. It is
painted with bright colors as a joyous icon.

Although the icon depicts the event described by
Saint Luke, it is not meant to be a historical pic-
ture, but a representation of the Church.

Christ is shown inside the mandorla blessing all
with his right hand and holding a scroll in his left.
This is to show love and knowledge. This sphere
is being carried up in glory by angels. Even
though we see Christ departing, the Orthodox
Church sees the second and glorious coming in
the same icon. Jesus said he would return exactly
as he ascended. The icon does not show direc-
tion. His love and teachings are still with the
Church.

The focus of the lower part of the icon is the The-
otokos. She represents the entire Church waiting
for Jesus' return.

The entire group, the Theotokos and the disciples
also represent the Church. In this case the faithful
learning Christians. The disciples are waiting for
the descent of the Holy Spirit at Pemtecost and
are shown in confusion. The disciples shown can
not be the historical gathering, but again a image
of the Church. The Apostle Paul who was still
Saul, a nonbeliever at that time, is standing next
to Mary. Then two angels in white clothes said to
the disciples, "Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye
gazing up into heaven? This same Jesus, which
is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come
in like manner as ye have seen Him go into
heaven." Then the disciples returned to Jerusa-
lem (Acts 1:11).
